Project Summary

Sulphur Fertilizer in Alberta:  A Market Study
The report is the result of a study of current market conditions for a new technology of elemental sulphur fertilizer.   Sulphur, described as the fourth major plant nutrient, has gradually become deficient in many soil types in Canada and around the world, and the benefits of adding some form of sulphur to the standard (Nitrogen, Phosphorus, Potassium) fertilizer mix has been thoroughly documented for a wide range of crops.  

The growing demand for sulphur fertilizer inherently brings the opportunity for new products and new technologies.  The Alberta market is particularly well suited for the sulphur fertilizer industry due to the abundance of raw sulphur being removed from fossil fuel and the large agri-food sector that has a demand for sulphur fertilizer.  This study focused on existing fertilizer technology, trends, costs, and practices with a view towards a business opportunity for a new sulphur fertilizer.
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
